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JUST LIKE OTHER WASHINGTONTONIANS,

DC JEWS DESERVE THE VOTE
Nearly 600,000 Americans live in our nation’s capital, pay federal taxes, serve on juries, and defend our nation during times of war, but do not have voting representation in either chamber of Congress. DC’s vibrant Jewish community, despite its involvement in civic life, is excluded from this most basic American right. Jews United for Justice (JUFJ), working with synagogues, Hillels, and havurot in the District of Columbia, asks the national Jewish community to join us in the struggle for the vote, heeding the rabbinic teaching that “all Israel is responsible for one another” (Babylonian Talmud, Shavout 39a).
Americans Jews have a proud tradition of support for civil rights and social justice. The movement for DC voting rights is a continuation of the 150-year struggle to enfranchise all Americans.  
The DC House Voting Rights Act would give DC a voting member of the House of Representatives. It easily passed in the House with a vote of 241-177 but is being blocked by a filibuster in the Senate. We hope the American Jewish community will rally behind the passage of this important bill.
